3. SUBMISSION TO A TRACK  

A paper can only be presented in ONE track of the Conference. Authors are asked to signal 

their preferred track(s) from the CAMOT Conference Stream list (1-20), as well as a series 

of up to 6 keywords describing the content of their research in a Cover Letter (please see an 

example in page ??). No changes can be made to any submission TITLE after the date of 

submission.

4. ORIGINALITY OF PAPERS  

 

All papers submitted for presentation at the CAMOT Conference must contain original 

research that has not been previously presented or scheduled for presentation, published or 

accepted for publication, and if under review, must not appear in print before the Conference. 

 

5. PRESENT PAPERS   

 

At least ONE author for each paper that is accepted for presentation in the Conference 

Programme is expected to register and pay to attend the Conference to present their research.  

All of the costs to attend the Conference, including the registration fee, must be paid by 

presenters. CAMOT does not pay honoraria for any presentations. 

 

An individual can appear in up to three sessions of the refereed scholarly Conference 

programme (as presenter, co-author, session chair or facilitator). This is to encourage greater 

participation and to avoid individuals appearing to dominate a stream or segment of the 

Conference programme.  

 

6. LENGTH AND FORMAT OF PAPERS  

The maximium length of the paper is 12 pages (no more than 6000 words) including all 

tables and figures, but excluding the author details page and references. Use Times New 

Roman 11 pitch font, double spaced, and 2.5cm margins on all sides. 

NOTE: Your file will be renamed for anonymity ï to assist us with tracking, please name 

your file camot followed by the first five letters of the presenting authorôs surname, followed 

by the authorôs first initial.  

For example, John Peterôs paper would be saved as camotpeterj.doc. Or, Mingfeng Changôs 

paper would be saved as camotchangm.doc  

For more than one submission ï camotpeterj1.doc, camotpeterj2.doc. 

All refereed conference papers will be subject to a double blind  peer review process. To 

ensure anonymity during the review process, please observe the following steps: 

 

¶ Check that there is no information in the document that could identify authors or 

institutions, such as coding with initials etc., except where appropriate as a citation.   

¶ On the COVER LETTER ONLY  of your conference paper attached, please:  

o List the full title of your paper and the author name(s), affiliation(s) (in the order 

they are to appear), including all co-author postal & email address details for our 

records;  

o Indicate corresponding Author for multiple author submissions  

o Under óPropertiesô on óToolsô pull-down menu, please select óOptionsô, óSecurityô 

and then tick óRemove personal information from file properties on saveô before 

sending.  
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7. CONFERENCE PAPER FORMAT  

 

CAMOT conference papers are to be presented using the same format as outlined in the 

editorial guidelines for the Journal of Technology Management in China (JTMC). The key 

format and style guide details will be summarised in this document.

8. METHODOLOGY  

 

Where there is a methodology, it should be clearly described under a separate heading. 

Headings must be short, clearly defined and not numbered. Notes or Endnotes should be 

used only if necessary and must be identified in the text by consecutive numbers, enclosed in 

square brackets and listed at the end of the article. 

 

9. FIGURES, CHARTS AND TABLES   

 

Figures, charts and diagrams should be used sparingly throughout the article text. They must 

be produced in black and white with minimum shading and numbered consecutively using 

Arabic numerals. 

 

Artwork should be either copied or pasted from the origination software into a blank 

Microsoft Word document, or saved and imported into a blank Microsoft Word document. 

Artwork created in MS Powerpoint is also acceptable. Artwork may be submitted in the 

following standard image formats: .eps - Postscript, .pdf - Adobe Acrobat portable 

document, .ai - Adobe Acrobat portable document, .wmf - Windows Metafile. If it is not 

possible to supply graphics in the formats listed above, authors should ensure that figures 

supplied as .tif, .gif, .jpeg, .bmp, .pcx, .pic, .pct are supplied as files of at least 300 dpi and at 

least 10cm wide. 

 

In the text the position of a figure should be shown by typing on a separate line the words 

"take in Figure 2". Authors should supply succinct captions. 

Photographic images should be submitted electronically as tif files of at least 300dpi and at 

least 10cm wide. Their position in the text should be shown by typing on a separate line the 

words "take in Plate 2". 

 

Tables should be numbered consecutively with roman numerals and a brief title. In the text, 

the position of the table should be shown by typing on a separate line the words "take in Table 
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IV".  

 

10. REFERENCE  
 

References to other publications should be complete and in Harvard style. They should 

contain full bibliographical details and journal titles should not be abbreviated. For multiple 

citations in the same year use a, b, c immediately following the year of publication. 

References should be shown within the text by giving the author's last name followed by a 

comma and year of publication all in round brackets, e.g. (Fox, 1994). At the end of the article 

should be a reference list in alphabetical order as follows 

 

(a) for books 

surname, initials and year of publication, title, publisher, place of publication, e.g.Casson, M. 

(1979), Alternatives to the Multinational Enterprise, Macmillan, London. 

 

(b) for chapter in edited book 

surname, initials and year, "title", editor's surname, initials, title,publisher, place, pages, 

e.g.Bessley, M. and Wilson, P. (1984), "Public policy and small firms in Britain", in Levicki, 

C. (Ed.), Small Business Theory and Policy, Croom Helm, London, pp.111-26. Please note 

that the chapter title must be underlined. 

 

(c) for articles 

surname, initials, year "title", journal, volume, number, pages, e.g. Fox, S.(1994) 

"Empowerment as a catalyst for change: an example from the food industry", Supply Chain 

Management, Vol 2 No 3, pp. 29-33 

 

In all cases, if there is more than one author, surnames should be listed, followed by initials. 

All authors should be shown. 

 

Electronic sources should include the URL of the electronic site at which they may be found, 

as follows:

Notes and/or endnotes should be used for citing Web sites (see guidance note above on 

notes/endnotes). Where notes/endnotes are used for referencing web sites, authors should also 

provide full URLs in the end list of references. 

11. CONFERENCE PROCEEDINGS  

All refereed conference papers accepted for the CAMOT conference programme are made 

available to delegates in the Conference Proceedings which is presented in a CD format. The 

Conference Proceedings has an ISBN number and indicates clearly that all refereed papers 

were double blind peer reviewed.
