Beijing Capital International Airport

Beijing Capital International Airport lies to the northeast of downtown Beijing in Shunyi District, some
25 km (16 miles) from city center, Tian'anmen Square. A convenient, comfortable and regular shuttle
service operated by the civil aviation authority runs once every 30 minutes from the airport to
downtown Beijing at a cost of 16 Yuan per person. Alternatively, taxis are available for approximately
120 Yuan to the city (not including suburbs).
